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Health and safety

Exit Adsetts on level 4 and turn left.

Walk along the concourse.

Enter the building via the entrance up the steps.

Walk down the stairs inside and through the double doors
opposite. You are in the Atrium (level 4).

The Atrium is a central point of the University, with caf!s and
seating areas, it provides a great meeting place. Over the last
few years we have spent £50 million improving facilities on
this campus.

The Cutting Edge can be seen above on level 5 and is one
of many places to eat and drink on our City Campus. Being
at the very top of the Atrium means it is the perfect place to
meet people regardless of the weather. Set in the bottom of
the light and airy Atrium, the Heartspace Caf! provides
plenty of room for informal work with friends and the adjacent
stationary and confectionary shop mean essentials are always
on hand.

Follow the walkway round on the right and turn left round to
the stairs.

Walk down the stairs until you come to level 2 (the bottom of
the stairs). Opposite the bottom of the stairs is the Pennine
Lecture Theatre .

Go through the double doors in front of you. (There are
computer rooms on your left and right.)

Computer facilities
In addition to the IT facilities in our learning centres, there are
over 2,000 PC's running Windows available for academic use.
Virtually all are connected to the University's networks for e-mail
and Internet access and Wi-Fi is now available in most areas.

Go through the second set of double doors ahead of you.

You are at the Pennine Lecture Theatre. Please be quiet as
there may be lectures on. The pictures on the walls
showcase our well known guest speakers.

Exit back through the two sets of double doors you entered
through back into the Atrium.

As you go down the steps, turn right, passing the Student
Finance Centre where students can go for any finance-related
enquiries.

City Campus tour
Please follow the text in blue for the route and th e black for
further information.

Start your tour in the Main Entrance.

This entrance was opened in February 2005 and contains the
main reception and the Student and Learning Services
reception.

Opposite the Student and Learning Services (SLS) reception,
you will see the Peak Lecture Theatre . This is one of our
larger lecture theatres fitted with the latest audiovisual and
computer equipment. A new sound system ensures that
lecturers can be clearly heard, even at the back. The lecture
theatre can also be used for film presentations.

Take the double doors out to Hallam Square. (Blackwell's
Bookshop is on your right.)

Walk up the stairs by the bookshop.

Hallam Square is the large open amphitheatre forming the
main entrance of City Campus. During the summer it is filled
with students relaxing and picnicking. The double-fronted
cream building is home to the housing and accommodation
office which helps students to find accommodation. The
Millennium Galleries are visible across the main road.

Don't cross the road.

Turn right and walk along road towards Adsetts Centre. (On
your left is the Millennium Galleries.)

Follow the ramp walkway to Adsetts.

Enter through two sets of double doors entering at level 6.
(On your left are rooms 6619 and 6620 which are lecture
theatres.)

Please be aware there may be lectures going on but feel free
to look inside if they are not being used.

Enter through the left hand door opposite the entrance.

Take the lift or stairs down to level 4.

Once on level 4, go outside and left through the first door.

Enter the Adsetts Centre.

Feel free to look around but please be aware students will be
working.

Eric Mensforth. Sheaf Building is home to engineering and
design departments.

Go down the steps on the left onto Pond Street.

Cross over the road at the traffic lights and turn right.

Walk past the Harmer Building. (The next building along is
Club Hallam ±the bus station is opposite this building.)

Enter via the ramp.

You can find out more about Sport Hallam membership
scheme at the gym reception.

Exit Club Hallam via the ramp and turn right.

Walk back past the Harmer building and follow the road
along, past the Howard pub.

Pass the Enterprise Building on your right, on your left is the
Showroom Cinema. You will also notice the train station on
your left and the Cutting Edge sculpture.

Walk past a University bus stop towards the Students' Union
(the HUBS) which is on your right.

Enter through the doors.

Feel free to look around the bar and shop.

As you exit the Students' Union building, turn left.

Walk along and turn left just before you get to the Howard pub
and walk up the hill. (As you look to your right you will see a poem
on the side of the building, and the Science Park on your left).

The Adsetts Centre
The original Adsetts Centre was built in 1996, costing approximately
£14 million. It was recognised as sector leading, being innovative in
bringing together library, media, IT and learning technology, and
spaces, and many learning centres both here and abroad have been
inspired by the design.

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Students' Union
You become a member of the Students' Union once you join Sheffield
Hallam University. Hallam Union is a non-profit organisation, which
means that any surpluses made from our bars or events are
reinvested back into student services and support such as sports
clubs, Hallam Volunteering, and the advice centre.
The Union is run by 11 elected officers (five full time and six part time) who ensure that
everything that Hallam Union does has students at the heart.

Prior to being a student union, the HUBs used to be home to Sheffield's National Centre
of Popular Music . The HUBS opened in 2005 after a £3 million refurbishment and has
recently undergone a redevelopment with a new cafe, shop and advice centre area.

The Union Bar (Bar Phoenix) on the ground floor offers traditional food and drink. Pod4 is
also on the ground floor which houses the shop, which stocks stationary, the essential
Sheffield Hallam hoody and discounted newspapers. The shop provides an opportunity to
eat, drink and relax, selling fair trade coffees and tea, fresh smoothies alongside tempting
paninis and cakes.

Upstairs contains three pods where club nights, live bands and comedy events are held.

Also located in the HUBS is SHU-Media which consists of a monthly magazine and an
online pod casting and TV station.

I cannot remember when I felt
more honoured than standing here and looking at
the poem.'

Pause now, and let the sight of this sheer cliff
Become a priming-place which lifts you off
To speculate
What if..?

Cloud-shadows drag their hands across the
white;
Rain prints the sudden darkness of its weight;
Sun falls and leaves the bleaching evidence of
light.

Set down to decorate a blank fa!ade

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Cutting Edge sculpture
With its unique Cutting Edge steel sculpture, dramatic water features
and innovative lighting, Sheaf square provides a striking and
memorable new front door to the city. Designed by Si Applied Ltd
(Knight, Payne and Tyssen), Cutting Edge is a key component of
Sheffield's regeneration and is part of the £50 million Master-plan that
transforms the station and its surroundings into a modern, world-
class gateway to Sheffield. It reinforces Sheffield's reputation as a
world-class manufacturing centre, which produces work of
exceptional quality and impressive scale.
Forming the centrepiece of the station square, Cutting Edge is a simple, elegant blade of
stainless steel which sweeps through the landscape changing its shape in a series of curves.
82 metres long, it has dramatically different ends ± at the top of Sheaf Square it is circular
and a metre high ± at the station end it rises to a height of 5.5 metres and its form is elliptical
± appearing to `slice' into the paving of the lower square.

During daylight hours Cutting Edge is seen in natural light, its polished surface reflecting the
city, the landscape and the people, but at night it appears to float on a ribbon of light running
along the full length of its base.

The project was funded by the government and Europe, with a significant contribution from
the private sector. Final completion of the Sheffield Station Gateway project was celebrated
by the opening of the stunning Sheaf Square in December 2006.

Accommodation FAQs
Am I guaranteed University accommodation?
We do guarantee that we will offer all first year students' accommodation in either private
sector or University allocated accommodation.

When should I apply for accommodation?
You should apply as soon as you have been made a conditional or unconditional offer from
Sheffield Hallam University. We advise that you do not wait until after you have received your
exam results.

Is there a limit on the time I can live in halls of  residence?
Normally one academic year, however, students can apply to stay in their Halls for another
academic year.

Is there much choice of accommodation?
There are many types of accommodation available. For those studying at Collegiate there are
three accommodation halls based on campus, but most other accommodation based in the
city centre are well within walking distance of Collegiate.

City centre information
Sheffield is England's fourth largest city with a
population of over half a million people. Set on
seven hills and five river valleys Sheffield is one of
the safest and greenest cities in the UK, with
three large parks and over a third of the city set
within the Peak District.
Sheffield is a very student friendly city with plenty of leisure
activities and opportunities for everyone. Home to two
universities and five colleges, we have over 50,000 students
living and working in this area at university alone.

The city is rapidly changing and you can easily see the massive
investment being put into the city creating rapid regeneration.
New accommodation, visitor attractions and places to socialise
are allowing the city to continue to grow and become a modern,
cultural experience.

Sheffield is home to Ponds Forge International Sports Centre
(with world class swimming and diving pools). Europe's largest
outdoor artificial ski resort, world class ice rinks, and international
sporting events at Sheffield Arena and Don Valley Stadium.

It is also a major centre for the music scene , offering all sorts of
different music styles and live performance venues such as
Sheffield Arena, City Hall, Leadmill, Boardwalk, and the O2
Academy Sheffield. Musicians such as Jarvis Cocker and The
Arctic Monkeys originated from Sheffield.

Sheffield is also home to the world famous Crucible Theatre -
which has recently undergone a massive redevelopment ± which
hosts the annual World Snooker Championships. Next door to
the Crucible is the Lyceum Theatre ± a more traditional theatre
with many touring plays, musicals and the annual winter Panto.

For those who enjoy the delights of what the outdoors has to
offer Sheffield is the perfect place to be. Surrounded by the Peak
District National Park there are plenty of places for walking,
cycling and climbing.

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Rail links
Regular inter-city services operate between Sheffield and
other main line towns and cities. London is two-and-a-half
hours away by train, Manchester, Leeds and Birmingham
one hour and Edinburgh four hours.

Sheffield's Midland Station is just a two minute walk away
from our City Campus.

Local airports
Robin Hood (Doncaster-Sheffield) Airport is the closest
commercial airport to the city. Other regional airports include
Manchester Airport, Leeds-Bradford Airport and Nottingham
East Midlands Airport.

There are good rail links between Sheffield station and
Manchester Airport, the UK's third largest airport. A journey
planner and details of train services can be found on the
National Rail Enquiries website.

How to get to City Campus ± S1 1WB
From junction 33 of the M1, follow signs for A630 Sheffield City Centre. Continue on the
A630 until the dual carriageway ends at a roundabout with traffic signals (Park Square). Take
the fourth exit from the roundabout signposted City Centre, then the third left turn into
Arundel Gate. The City Campus is approximately 300 metres along on the left hand side.
There are several NCP car parks on Arundel Gate and limited on-street pay and display
parking on Arundel Street.

How to get to Collegiate Campus ± S10 2BP
From City Campus go along Arundel Gate (the Odeon cinema and the University are on your
left) until you get to St Mary's Road Roundabout. Turn right on the roundabout, taking the
third exit. Stay in the right hand lane at the traffic lights, and turn left (first exit) at the next
roundabout (Waitrose is on your left). You are now on Ecclesall Road. Go past another set of
traffic lights, garage, various restaurants and bars, then turn right onto Collegiate Crescent
after Champs and just before the traffic lights.

Parking
There is no University parking at either campus, however there is plenty of parking in the city
centre near City Campus, but limited parking at Collegiate Crescent Campus. We would
advise visitors to use these facilities and either walk or get a bus to Collegiate Crescent
Campus. Walking would take about 20±25 minutes and would allow you to see more of the
city centre and surrounding area. You can get on the number 80 bus outside City Campus
opposite the Millennium Galleries up to Collegiate Crescent Campus, which run every ten
minutes. Alternatively you could get a bus from  Leopold Street (opposite the Town Hall) ±
no. 81, 82, 83. 85, 86 and 88.

If you do not wish to park in the city centre, you could make use of Sheffield's Park and Ride
system.
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How to get here
We are based in the heart of the country in Britain's fifth largest city.
Major road and rail networks link Sheffield directly with the rest of the
country and the city itself is served by excellent bus and supertram
services.

Road links
Our City Campus is situated on Arundel Gate, directly adjacent to Sheffield's Transport
Interchange on Pond Street and near to Sheffield's train station. Collegiate Crescent Campus
is a ten minute drive from here, based off Ecclesall Road.

Sheffield's motorway link is the M1, junctions 33 and 34. You are recommended to leave at
junction 33 and proceed into the city centre by way of the Parkway (A630).
